Food For Famine donates the RUTF to 
World Vision who in turn distributes it through its established relief and development network and programs. 
This ultimately ensures that the product is received by mothers who then feed it to their sick children. But the 
work doesn’t stop there. World Vision then continues to work in the communities to educate and implement 
further lifestyle improvements that will ensure a healthier lifestyle after these children are restored to health. 
 
I am very aware of the challenges with malnutrition that we face globally. I have every confidence in Food 
For Famine’s integrity as an organization and the sincerity of their motivation and am delighted to support 
this initiative. I cannot think of a greater contribution to the world than saving the lives of our future 
generations.
